1.
Organiser:
The Organisers of the 2005 National FAI Club and Sports Class Gliding Competitions is the Waikerie Gliding Club, supported by SA Gliding Association on behalf of Gliding Federation of Australia.  Sports Class is available for all gliders of Foka 5 performance and below, ie Handicap 1.10 or higher).

Location:
Waikerie Aerodrome

Waikerie Aerodrome is a Licensed aerodrome, operated by Loxton / Waikerie District Council, located 2 NM east of Waikerie township on the River Murray in South Australia.  Council approval has been obtained to stage the competition from the Waikerie Aerodrome. 

3.
Dates:
The competition will be staged from Tuesday 11 January 2005 to and including Friday 21 January 2005, with an official practice day on Monday 10 January 2005.

4.
Rules:
The Club / Sports Class National Gliding Championships Competition Rules, Version Jul 04, will apply to this competition. 

5.
Registration:
All competing pilots must enter using the Official Entry Form.  Registration, which will include signing the compulsory declaration, must be completed before any flying from Waikerie Aerodrome which is associated with this competition.  This includes Practice Day/s.

6.
Entrance Requirements: 
The entrance requirements for this competition are as detailed in Section B (Clause 13) of the Competition General Rules.  The Due Date for entries is December 1 2004 at an entry fee of $255.00.  The Late Entry Fee is $320.00, for any entry received after that due date.

7.
Briefings
An initial compulsory briefing, including safety briefing, for competing pilots, tug pilots and crews will be held in the Briefing Area at 0900 hrs, 10 January 2005. Daily briefings will be held at 0930 Hrs each day, unless notified otherwise by a Notice Board NOTICE in the Briefing Area.

All competition turnpoints are included on the World Aeronautical Chart for Adelaide (WAC 3458).

10.
Radio Procedures:



The following radio procedures will apply:



Marshalling 
– While marshalling or moving from / to tie down area on the airfield, monitor 126.7 on a handheld radio, if available.



Launching
- Monitor 126.7 during aerotow and until above 3000 ft AGL (3138 ft QNH) or laterally clear of the CTAF by 5 nautical miles.



Starting
- Advice re Start Gate status will be broadcast on 122.9.




Finishing
- Make 2 calls inbound on 122.9, advising distance and direction:




- first at 10 Km.




- second at 5 Km.




- Gliders should remain on 122.9 until after landing.




The Glider Operations Centre will monitor CTAF frequency (126.7) and provide advisory information on 122.9 if necessary.  Pilots may at their discretion monitor and call inbound on the CTAF frequency.




The finish line is a circle of 1.5 Km radius from the aerodrome reference point (main windsock).  A compulsory final turnpoint, at a 5 Km radius of the Woolpunda Tower, or a 5 Km radius of Maggea may be set by the Organisers to direct all finishes from either the East or the South.



Preferred runway and circuit direction will be advised at the Daily Briefing.



Taxying after landing is not permitted unless it is directly in-line with the landing direction.

11.
Launching: 
Launching is by aerotow only.  Refundable aerotow tickets will be available for purchase and will be required to be presented at the launch point prior to launch.



Self launch gliders will use the same runway as the aerotow operation under the direction of the Launch Master.  It is expected engines will be shutdown at or before approximately 2000 feet.

12.
Starting:
Remote start points will be used.  These are shown in the Turn-point List, together with their co-ordinates.  The Start Zone will be a 1 km radius of the Start Point.  Pilots will be allocated a start point or points and must start from one of these.

13.
Thermalling:
While within 5 Nautical Miles of the aerodrome and Start Points, pilots are required to fly only right hand turns.



Thermalling below 1500 feet AGL is not permitted while within the circuit area of the active runway.

14.
Tasks
Competition tasks will be either Assigned Area Tasks (AAT) or RUN Tasks.

15
Other Operations:
Other operations during the competition, and in particular during the launch, start and finish periods will be limited as far as is practicable.



Other operations may include Flying Training organisations and RFDS aircraft (Pilatus PC-12).  Launching may be briefly interrupted by the organisers so as not to disrupt RFDS operations.

16.
Vehicles:
Crew vehicles and drivers are required to be specifically authorised to drive on the “airside” of the airfield. Briefings will be provided.  Crew vehicles must display the relevant glider registration on the rear window.



Vehicles must remain clear of the powered aircraft operating areas and all vehicles must give way to all aircraft at all times.
17.
Handicaps and Reference Weights:



The aircraft handicaps and reference weights for this competition will be published on the GFA web site.

18.
Flight Data Recorders (FDR’s):



FDR’s, as specified in para 12.2 of the Competition Rules, are mandatory for this competition.  Competitors are advised to become familiar with the sequence of FDR use outlined in para 30.3 of the Competition Rules.  Photographic evidence for tasks flown will not be accepted.  Observed starts will not be available.

19.
Number of Entries: 
Entries received after 1 December 2004 will be accepted in the order of receipt, up to a maximum number of entries, if such a limit is deemed necessary at Waikerie.

19.
Retrieves:
Crews must notify the Organisers of any road retrieve before departing from the airfield.



Aerotow retrieves must be authorised by the Organisers, but are otherwise a private arrangement between the Tug Pilot and the glider pilot or his crew.  Paddock requirements for aerotow retrieves are shown on the reverse side of the outlanding sheet.

20.
SAR
Search and Rescue procedures will be activated for any glider remaining overdue after 2000 Hrs (CSDST).

21.
NOTAM
The organisers will arrange to promulgation of a NOTAM to advise all airspace users of the increased gliding activity in the contest area for the duration of the competition.

22.
Controlled Airspace
Pilots are required to familiarise themselves with the lower limits of Controlled Airspace and remain clear of this airspace during the competition.  Flights to the west from Waikerie may encounter Controlled Airspace or Restricted Airspace (which is to be treated as Controlled Airspace) at relatively low levels.

23.
Insurance
Gliders must be insured for 3rd party and public liability in a sum of not less than $1,000,000.  Any policy that does not include the GFA standard competition endorsement must include the following endorsement:

 

“In respect of the use of the aircraft competing in the 2005 National Club Class and Sports Class Championships from 10 January 2005 to 21 January 2005 at Waikerie, SA, sanctioned by Gliding Federation of Australia, this insurance is extended to include as jointly insured, The Gliding Federation of Australia, The South Australian Gliding Association, any affiliated Club and any individual organisers or helpers acting in connection with such sanctioned gliding competition but limited to the extent of coverage and Limit of Liability as provided by this policy”.
