De-commissioning procedure

(To be completed at the end of summer period)

1) Turn off water supply tap to each unit.

2) Allow/ensure pads to dry completely

3) Remove top from unit

4) Remove dripper line from pump line at top(irrigation T-piece)

5) Remove all pads carefully and place away from unit

6) Ensure hose from pump is sitting over edge/outside of unit.

7) Turn on pump (cool on inside panel) This will pump out all water from unit

      reservoir.

8) Use hose to wash any mud/residue towards pump until clean.

9) When unit clean and empty, turn off pump and remove any excess

      water with sponge.

10) Replace pads, dripper lines and top to units.

11) When all units completed run the fans for 2 hours to ensure units 

      completely dry.

12) Cover units with tarps and secure well. This will stop 9 months of UV 

     damage.

13)When completed tape both Cool and Fan buttons in the off position at 

     each control unit and cover with note ( Do not use these units until 

     commissioned as per WGC evap A/C instructions)

Commissioning Procedure

(To be completed prior to summer usage period)

1) Remove plastic tarp cover from unit.

2) Turn on tap under unit to fill

3) Remove top to check operation of float valve.

4) Remove sign and tape from control unit and turn on cool to check pump operation.

5) All OK replace top to unit and commence operation.
